Cal Poly Corporation / Cal Poly Foundation Accounts

January 1, 2007 “Foundation” accounts changed ownership because Cal Poly Foundation and University Advancement were given new names and responsibilities over the various accounts.
Cal Poly Corporation is what used to be Cal Poly Foundation and includes accounts starting with 35000-39999, 40000-43999, and 80000-81999 – these are all professional development conference, or special events type accounts.  
In BOE reports the ledger type is:  FD – Cal Poly Corporation.

If doing Expenditure transfers from state to CP Corporation then the project number begins with Zxxxxx – i.e. SL002 117500 R1000 Z35000.  
Cal Poly Foundation is University Advancement and it has accounts in the 6xxxx to 7xxxx range.  These are accounts where the funds are predominately raised through Advancement.  
In BOE reports the ledger type is:  PH – Cal Poly Foundation.

If doing Expenditure transfers from state to Cal Poly Foundation then the project number begins with Vxxxxx – i.e. SL002 117500 R2000 V77000.  
Accounts are all still monitored by Cal Poly Corporation Business Office (Campus Programs).

Selecting Correct Ledger in BOE Reports
You must select the correct “ledger” for the account type.
At the search box you will see a box for “Ledger”
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Click on the drop-down arrow and you will see option for “PH – Cal Poly Foundation”.
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Once you make this selection for a particular account – it should remember it the next time you go to that account.
